San Francisco SAFE, Inc. (Safety Awareness for Everyone) is a community crime prevention and 

public safety program that works in cooperation with the San Francisco Police Department and other 

city agencies to help San Franciscans protect themselves from becoming victims.

Security Assessments for multi-unit buildings, apartment complexes, and condominiums are charged a fee for this service due 

to the increased size and scope of the property.
