REPORT ALL SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY OR 
CRIMES – CALL 9-1-1 or for non-emergencies 415-553-0123  

DON’T GET WASTED, especially if you’re on your own. 

GO WITH FRIENDS, and watch each other’s backs. 

TAKE ONLY WHAT YOU NEED. Carrying more cash 

or cards or jewelry than you really need increases the chance of losing it. 

DON’T LEAVE ANYTHING UNATTENDED, in 

your car, on a countertop, anywhere. If you leave it, even for “a second,” you 
may lose it permanently. 

PLAN AHEAD, so that you know how you’ll be getting home. 

HOOKING UP? SNAP A PIC! If you hook up with a 

stranger, ask if you can send their pic to a friend? If it’s not o.k. then walk away.   

TRUST YOUR INSTINCTS. If your gut is telling you something 

isn’t right or is too good to be true, it may be.  Be cautious or walk away.  

BRING YOUR SAFETY WHISTLE. Blow 3 short sharp 

blasts repeatedly if you need help. Call 9-11 if you hear a whistle blowing like 
that.
